There are 23 countries in North America.

There are 6 main different time zones in the
USA.(Pacific, Mountain, Central, Eastern, Alaskan
and Hawaiian)

Tropical rainforests have more species than any
other biome; it is hot and humid.

Temperate forests have 4 distinct seasons
(spring, summer, autumn and winter); no extreme
temperature.

Boreal forests are the world's largest land biome;
the driest and coldest of the 3 forest biomes.
Tundra is treeless and the ground is frozen all
year round:; it has two seasons of a long winter (8
months) and a short summer.

Deserts have barely any rain.

Grasslands are large open areas of grass; they
have high seasonal temperatures and little
rainfall.

Physical factors for population density are: relief,
climate, vegetation, accessibility and resources
Human factors for population distribution are:
economic, social and political.

Compared to the UK, approximately, the USA
have 5 times the population, Mexico 2 times the
population and Canada have half the population.
