In Maths, we will explore numbers up
to 50 and how they are similar and
different to each other. We will learn
about the place value of the numbers
and what the digits mean. We will
continue to practice our counting up
to 100 and develop our knowledge of
length, capacity and weight.

In Computing, we will use the laptops
to develop our typing skills to create

lists and instructions for making
a simple rocket. "

In our RE learning, we will be thinking
about the concept of ‘Sadness to
Happiness' and considering why
Christians think the Easter story is a
happy one. We will think about why
both the sad and happy parts of the
Easter story are important to Christians

Through our History, we will be
learning about how and why
transport has changed over time.
